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FOOD/TOILETRY DRIVES

Helpful Hints for Organizing a Food/Toiletry Drive for Operation Hope:

· Contact Operation Hope at 292-5588 and ask to speak to the staff person who coordinates food/toiletry drives for the Pantry. 

· Schedule the dates of collection and drop off.  Remember to give everyone advanced noticed of collection dates.  Make sure drop off dates are okay with Operation Hope.  

· Create posters and flyers informing your donors of the event.  Mention that you are doing a drive to benefit Operation Hope.  You could also include facts about hunger, homelessness, and specific items needed in the Pantry.  Current list can be found on our website www.OperationHopeCT.org. 

· Hang posters and give out flyers (if you are doing a drive in your neighborhood, leave flyers in your neighbors’ mailboxes).

· Start collecting boxes or containers to store the items you collect during the drive.  

· On the Day of the collection, make sure you have some decorations at the collection site so people will know where you are located and what you are doing.  

· Be sure to thank anyone who donates and let them know how they are helping their community and why you are doing the drive. 

· Deliver your collection to the Pantry, located at 636 Old Post Rd.  Be sure to leave your name and address.  (Hours: Monday, Wednesday and Friday 10-12 and Thursday 4-6)
