People of very limited means sometimes go without things we take for granted, things that really matter to one’s health and well-being, because they cannot afford them.

Three Ways that you can help our clients:

First Aid Kits

1. Collect items commonly found in your medicine cabinet (mouthwash, antibacterial soap, peroxide, Neosporin, Band-aids, Tylenol, Vaseline, cotton balls, etc.).
2. Sort them into kits.

3. Operation Hope will distribute through our food pantry to those in need.

4. Help a household have access to things they really need to stay well.

Personal Care Kits

1. Collect items needed for personal care (shampoo, toothpaste, disposable razors, soap, lotion, deodorant, cotton swabs, toothbrushes, etc).

2. Sort them into kits.

3. Operation Hope will distribute through the food pantry to those in need.

4. Help members of a household have better personal hygiene and feel better about themselves.

Mini-Personal Care Kits

1. Collect travel sized items when on vacation 

2. Sort items into mini-kits for our shelter guests to use while staying with us.
